One of the goals set by the ECCAK General Council for the ECCAK Field Direc-

tor was to care for Alaskan pastors and churches in a greater way. One significant 

way to care for many of our rural bush pastors was to improve their home living 

conditions by renovating the parsonages where they live. Most of the churches 

struggle to simply pay the electric and heating bills, let alone keep up with main-

tenance costs of the church or the parsonage. Consequently, many of our parson-

ages have deteriorated over the last 30-40 years, when many of them were built. 

Some have the original flooring and furniture, what is left of them. 
 

When the Council of Superintendents met in Alaska in the fall of 2007, it seems 

that the Spirit led them to a decision where each conference would partner with 

one of the thirteen bush churches. As a result, each conference now partners with 

one or two Alaskan bush churches. Each conference has been made aware of the 

parsonage dilemma and has brought it to the attention of their larger conference 

constituency. Gary Walter, with CG&E at that time, pledged $100K towards the 

repair needs of each non-self-supporting church, of which there are ten. Ten thou-

sand dollars per parsonage will go a long way as seed money to get some things 

rolling.  This Eph 3:20 answer to prayer will provide new resources that go be-

yond the depleting Alaska Parsonage Fund.
