Moore Missions From Alaska to Asia

Godds call on our |lives
journey. Not only have we answered the call to
serve the Covenant church family in Fairbanks,
Alaska, but are also privileged to continue in inter-
national mission with Global DAWN Network
(GDN), a ministry focused on Unreached People
Groups. GDN exists to see Jesus Christ come to live
in every people group, tribe and caste by addressing
spiritual and humanitarian needs through the mul-
tiplying presence of His church.

We recently
spent two weeks
in Asia with a
Global Dawn
Network minis-

try team from
t he usé

ing, speaking,
counseling, re-
searching ways
to bring aid, and
just being present with over 200 ministry associ-

ates in India and Nepal. We first gathered with the
India Peoples Network in a three-day consultation
of encouragement and to hear stories of how the
Gospel is stretching far into the unreached cultures
of that <country. Her eds
perience while in India:

We sat in a sparsely furnished room at the
YMCA tourist hostel in Delhi, India. A large
bucket of water and two used -to-be-white bath
towels occupied the center of that room. Around
the perimeter sat six gentle-spirited young In-
dian men of God. Their stories began to emerge.
With translation and in broken English, we
heard incredible reports of murder and execu-
tion, beatings and burning, accidents and inju-
ries, discrimination and persecution. But in the
midst of these distressing reports were the ac-
counts of miracl eséheal
unbelievable pardon for past mistakes, restora-
tion of broken bones, discovering the ability to
forgive though bitterness had harbored long
and hard, rebuilding after destruction, answer-
