In 1968 James Barefootôs  parents moved the family to 

Alaska with a desire to minister there. 

James was a teenager then and had the joy of learning a 

new Alaska lifestyle as his father used James to help har-

vest logs to build the family a log cabin home in North 

Pole, Alaska. 

While attending a Bible College in Florida James met and 

fell in love with Evelyn Miller from Virginia.             

By then his father had started an independent ministry 

called Polar Evangelism, Inc..  Evelyn made her way to 

Alaska and  participated through Polar Evangelism in a 

Vacation Bible School program in villages along the 

Yukon River the summer of 1975 and by December of 

that same year she and James were married. 

 

The young Barefoots spent their  first two years of mar-

riage in Fairbanks as youth pastors of Polar Evangelismôs 

local congregation. In 1978 Jamesô father negotiated an 

agreement for them to live in the Northwest Arctic village 

of Noorvik to serve as youth pastors for the Alaska 

Yearly Meeting of Friends Churches. 

They ministered in the village of Buckland one year and 

in Noorvik for 16 years alternating between positions of 

Youth Pastor and Senior Pastor according to the needs. 

As a youth pastor for the Friends James was able to serve 

under some gifted and godly Eskimo Senior Pastors.  The 

young Barefoots also had the joy of raising their  two 

children, ñUmivikò, and ñAllikataqò in the Kobuk River 

subsistence lifestyle and in the log cabin they built there. 

In 1997 Evelyn and James moved to Nome and attended 

Nome Covenant Church under the spiritual leadership of 

Pastor Harvey Fiskeaux.  They personally made great 

progress in their spiritual lives while attending there. 

They  also served as small group leaders and Adult Sun-

day School teachers. James eventually became the 

Church Council chair. They were a part of the Nome 

Covenant church family for ten years. 

In 2007 they moved to Wasilla with a desire to serve 

pastors in restoration and encouragement. 

Yvonne Edmondson became the office assistant at ECCAK in October of 2009. Her intentions were 

to be with ECCAK for the "long haul." However, life sometimes brings unexpected turns and our 

plans change. It seemed to the Edmondson Family that moving to Washington to care for an aging 

parent with dementia [Yvonne's mother-in-law] was where God would have them. Their decision 

certainly lined up with Paul's words in Ephesians 6:2-3, "Honor your father and mother"--which is 

the first commandment with a promise-- "that it may go well with you and that you may enjoy long 

life on the earth." We are so grateful to Yvonne for her dedicated service to ECCAK and will miss 

her.

Hello! For those of you who don't know me, my 

name is Josephine Daniels and I am from Golovin, 

Alaska. I am currently living in Soldotna, where I 

graduated from high school. Right now I am a stu-

dent at Alaska Christian College. This summer I 

traveled to Oakland, California for an event called 

ñJourney to Mosaic Squared.ò  

J2M2 is a three-week trip where about nine students 

from around the nation gather to live, share, encour-

age, learn, and grow with each other. Being from 

different cultures and ethnicities made the trip chal-

lenging, but exciting. During our time in Oakland 

we became one big family. We shared with each 

other our cultures, struggles, sorrows, and joys. I 

made agutuk (Eskimo ice cream) for them to sam-

ple; that was the first time I made agutuk EVER--

and it was made in California.  

During our time there we traveled all around Cali-

fornia by van. We camped at Angel Island over-

night and went to the old prison where the Chinese 

Immigrants were held. We went hiking at Yosmite-

there out in nature I felt right at home. We visited a 

federal prison in Dublin and had a chance to visit 

with ladies there. One day we went to Tonyville--I 

was one toasted Eskimo! The temperature there was 

around 107 degrees. There we talked to women who 

work in the fields--they pick the fruits that grow. 

 One of our experiences that got to me the most was 

walking through skid row in LA. We traveled to LA 

and stayed at Fred Jordan Missions house, a minis-

try for the homeless. That evening we put together 

sandwich bags and went out into skid row to hand 

them out to homeless people we came across. I 

came across this couple out there in the dirty, trashy 

streets-they had a daughter, she looked like she was 

a toddler. That broke my heart to see a baby girl 

living out in the streets.  

Seeing all those people out in the streets made me 

think of my life. We go through life wanting this, 

that. Being out there among all those people in the 

streets of LA made me realize that I need to be 

thankful for what I have.

All the materials needed are on 

sight. The main thing still needed is warm bodies. Please bring your own food and if you plan to sleep 

over, a cot and sleeping bag would be in order. 

 

The Chickaloon Task Force Team is looking into the matter of drilling a well for water sometime in the 

near future. And, if the funds continue to come in, we hope to build a bath/shower house next summer. 

 

The hope is to finish cabin #1 soon and then hold a dedication service shortly that exciting day. Lord will-

ing, the second cabin will also be finished before the snow melts next spring!
